His love of cooking and food continued on when he opened his
own catering business, Fiesta Catering, where he was able to share that love
of food with many people and made some of the best tacos ever sold down on
the waterfront during the 4th of July. 

 Andy then went on to enjoy a successful career of over 30 years in
advertising. Working with hundreds of clients from “the ol’ Radio Bronco days”
to the widely known Univision network, Andy took pride in what he did and his
outgoing personality turned his many clients into amazing friends. 

 A husband, father and friend, Andy loved openly and completely. He made
friends with everyone he met, be it a coworker, high school buddy or checkout
person at the grocery store, Andy embraced people and the relationships he
developed with them.
